The intended age 
for this resource is 12-24 months chronological age. This program is part of 
Cochlear's HOPE comprehensive rehabilitation portfolio.

goals in the areas of audition, receptive language, expressive language and 
speech as well as a song and a story book. This comprehensive resource 
provides parents, with children that have a hearing loss, guidance in 
developing their child's spoken language through listening. The activities.. .
